Estimado Presidente Juan Orlando Hernandez

En representacion de 50+ organizaciones internacionales, nos dirigimos a usted para expresarle
nuestra conmocion y preocupacion por el reciente asesinato de Berta Caceres, activista ambiental y
dirigente de la organizacién indigena COPINH.

Como bien sabrd, unos hombres armados asesinaron a tiros a Caceres durante la madrugada del 2
de marzo de 2016. Durante afios Caceres recibié multiples amenazas de muerte y sufrié varios
intentos de secuestro por su labor de defensa de la tierra indigena del pueblo lenca frente al
proyecto hidroeléctrico de Agua Zarca en Rio Blanco. Estas amenazas se habian intensificado en las
Gltimas semanas tras retomarse la construccion de la presa’.

Exigimos que se lleve a cabo una investigacion internacional e independiente de las circunstancias en
torno a la muerte de Caceres y que se garantice la proteccién de su familia y sus compafieros. A
pesar de que la Comision Interamericana de Derechos Humanos habia otorgado a Caceres medidas
cautelares de emergencia por su situacién de extrema vulnerabilidad, ella llegd a denunciar que el
Gobierno de Honduras no las habia aplicado plenamente.

Exigimos también accién urgente para proteger a Gustavo Castro Soto, un activista mexicano quien
fue testigo al asesinato, y para asegurar un regreso seguro para él a México.

El caso de Berta Caceres es el asesinato de mayor notoriedad de la tendencia cada vez mayor que se
observa en Honduras de asesinatos, violencia e intimidacion contra personas que defienden los
derechos de los indigenas sobre la tierra. Honduras es el pais mas peligroso per cdpita del mundo
para los defensores del medio ambiente y la tierra, ya que, entre 2010 y 2015, se asesind a al menos

109 de estos activistas.

El caso de Berta Caceres no ha escapado a la atencion de la comunidad internacional. EL Senador
estadunidense Patrick Leahy ha llamado a Usted Presidente a castigar a los responsables por “este
crimen despreciable”. El afio pasado, la Senadora estadounidense Barbara Boxer escribié una carta

al Secretario de Estado de Estados Unidos, John Kerry, para insistir en que se ofrezca una mejor
proteccion a los defensores del medio ambiente en Honduras. Este llamamiento se produjo como
respuesta directa a la entrega a Caceres del Premio Goldman de Medio Ambiente de 2015, un
prestigioso galarddn con el que se premia a activistas ambientales locales de todo el mundo. La
noticia de su muerte ha acaparado la atencidn de los medios de comunicacién internacionales.

Las 50+ organizaciones internacionales que se especifican a continuacidon por la presente instan al
Gobierno de Honduras a que se asegure de que se respete el derecho de los pueblos indigenas sobre
su tierra y de que los defensores hondureios del medio ambiente puedan desempeiiar su labor
legitima sin temer por su seguridad.
